Sign up to Facebook from a Computer 

Go to www.facebook.com




Fill in your details under “Create new account” and click the green “Sign up button”


Follow any further instructions, and pay particular attention to Privacy settings - You do not have 
to connect Facebook to your contacts, or find Friends before starting using your account. 
Press “Not Now” or “Skip” to bypass these steps.


When you have finished, click the “Home” button to the top right of the screen
